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Chapter 2  -  Hardware installation

Thank you for purchasing a California Graphics 3D EMOTION board. This
guide is written for those who are familiar with the installation of PC
peripherals and software applications, and as a reference for experienced
users. If you are new to installing PC peripherals and software
applications, follow the step-by-step instructions and figures in this manual
to guide you through the installation procedure.

If you are already experienced in hardware and software installation, you
may only use this guide when you need a detailed explanation about
specific steps in the installation procedure. If you still have questions after
using this manual, you may need to seek assistance from California
Graphics or consult your dealer or computer operations guide.

System Requirements
To run the 3D Emotion you need the following equipment:

q An IBM or fully compatible Pentium-based or similar PC, which
complies with the PCI local bus specification and which has a spare
PCI bus slot.

q A high-resolution analogue RGB SVGA monitor (multi-sync
recommended).

q A TV screen featuring a SCART or S-VHS connector (optional).

q Windows 95 or later, or equivalent.

Before you begin
Before you start the installation procedure, please make sure that your
computer meets the computer requirements previously specified. If you
are not sure whether your computer meets the minimum requirements,
contact your dealer before unpacking the 3D EMOTION package.

Once you are sure your system meets the necessary requirements,
prepare a clean workspace, and gather the tools you will need. For the
installation of the kit components, you will need a small screwdriver and a
container to hold the loose screws.

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Handling the 3D Emotion board

Static-sensitive electricity discharge can damage electronic components.
To prevent any damage to your card, it is important to handle it very
carefully. The following measures are generally sufficient to protect your
equipment from static discharge.

Precautions :

q Keep the board in its anti-static bag until you are ready to install it.

q Touch a grounded metal object before you remove the board from the
anti-static bag.

q Handle the board by its edges only; do not touch the printed circuit
board.

q Do not place the card on top of your computer or any other metal
surface.

q Make sure that the card is not accidentally touched by anyone else.

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Installation procedure

Switch off your computer and any hardware devices such as printers
connected to your computer.

While the cables are still connected to your computer, you may want to
label them in order to reconnect them properly once the installation
process is finished.

Disconnect your monitor cable from your computer. Some cables may be
attached to their connectors by small screws. Make sure to unscrew any
secured cables before attempting to disconnect the cable from the back of
the computer.

Remove the computer’s cover. You may need to refer to the
documentation supplied with your computer for instructions on how to do
this. Keep the screws as you will need them later to secure the card.

If this is the first time you have opened up your computer, take a moment
to familiarise yourself with the layout of the inside of the computer.

Remove any existing graphics adapters that may be in the system or
disable your built-in graphics controller. Refer to the documentation
supplied with your computer for instructions on how to disable a built-in
graphics controller.

Locate an empty PCI expansion slot where you wish to install your video
card.

With your finger follow the expansion slot to the end closest to the outside
of the computer. You will find there is a metal or plastic cover on the
expansion slot where the edge of the card will eventually be attached. The
slot cover will be attached by at least one screw. Unscrew the expansion
slot cover and place the screws and slot cover in a container so as not to
lose them.

Touch the bare metal chassis of your computer with the back of your hand
to discharge any static that may have built up on you or your clothes.

Align the 3D Emotion with the slot you have chosen. Firmly press the card
into the slot. You will need to use some pressure to push the card into
position, but do not use excessive force. The PCI connectors should be on
the bottom edge of the card that will be inserted into the PC expansion
slot.

Once in the slot, secure the video card using the screws removed
previously.

Replace the cover of your computer.
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Connect your monitor cable to the 3D Emotion card. All cables connected
to 3D Emotion should be properly shielded and comply with radio
frequency interface standards.

Switch on your computer and your monitor.

For TV viewing, turn off your PC and connect an
RCA/SCART cable between the S-VHS or

composite output on the 3D Emotion card and the
SCART connector on your TV. Then turn on the
TV and select the AV channel. The 3D Emotion

This icon give the access to two options:

• Desktop/Direct 3D Game Gamma Correction:  allows to modify the
Brightness and the Contrast values, when running a Direct 3D game in
a window or simply for desktop. Close the padlock on the top-right to
change all the three R, G and B values simultaneously.

• Video/Glide Game Contrast Correction: allows to modify the
Brightness and the Contrast values, when running a video in a window
or a Glide game. Close the padlock on the top-right to change all the
three R, G and B values simultaneously.
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Chapter 4  -  Software Tools

CGP Reality Pro

Introduction

The CGP Reality Pro provides an advanced, easy-to-use set of Windows
95, performance enhancing utilities that enable the user to quickly and
easily control and customize the display.
It also provides sophisticated set-up routines for all aspects of the usage of
the graphics cards.
The CGP Reality Pro features advanced monitor adjustment tools for
changing resolution and color depth on the fly, linking a particular
application with a specific video mode and many other properties.

Key to this new suite of software is the navigation interface of a rotating
cube.  Each surface is divided into a number of squares, each with an
icon, that control various functions and is activated by clicking on the
relevant icon.

It comes with stunning three-dimensional effects and is upgradeable
through plug-ins, to enhance the software’s capabilities.
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Installation

1. Insert the CD labeled “CGP Software Pack” (run Setup.exe if you have
disabled the Autorun option)

 
2. Select  «Install CGP Reality Pro» .
 
 

 
 
3. Choose the target directory  (e.g. c:\Program Files\California Graphics

Reality Pro).
 
4. Once finished, start the program in the Reality Pro folder from the

Startup menu.
 
5. To Uninstall the program, select «Uninstal»  in the Reality Pro folder

from Startup menu.
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Reality Pro Console

The Reality Pro Console (R.P.C.) is the Reality Pro's headquarters, i.e. the
main interface to handle all the software functions.

The R.P.C. allows you to manage the Reality Objects as well as quickly
control display properties, such as screen size, color depth and refresh
rate.

Graphically, the R.P.C. features two toolbars, one on the right and another
one on the left.  Between them is displayed one of the face of the cube --
the heart of CGP Reality Pro. Obviously, this cube has six faces, each with
sixteen buttons.
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The six faces of the Cube are switchable using the left toolbar.  Click on
one of the 1 to 6 buttons and the Cube starts to rotate and, at the end,
displays the face selected.  Each of the ninety-six buttons available (i.e. 6
faces x 16 buttons gives a total of 96) allows you to create an Object
Reality.

The right toolbar allows you to handle the following functions:
♦ Help   (starts Help-on-line)
♦ Context-sensitive Help   (starts a specific Help-on-line chapter)
♦ Video Properties  - VP   (starts W95 Display Properties)
♦ Current display settings   (small green icon, displays current settings

into a tool tip)
♦ Exit       (quit the program)
♦ About    (provides general info about software release and maker)

To create an O.R., left-click any empty button of the face selected. A menu
is showed, where the only option enabled is Create.

The following section describes step by step how to create an Object
Reality.
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Reality Pro Desk

The Reality Pro Desk (R.P.D) allows you to create an Object Reality
(O.R.).

A customized O.R. can be created by assigning to it some specified
properties.

An Object Reality (O.R.) could be:
♦ a program
♦ a file
♦ a display setting  (e.g. : screen size and color depth)
♦ a mix of any previous items

The O.R. properties basically consists of the following:
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1. Screen               - set the resolution, color depth and refresh rate
2. Properties          - name, visibility, hotkey for O.R.
3. Application        - link an application to run with O.R.

Screen
This window allows you to link the Object Reality to run some display
properties.
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You can assign a specific resolution, color depth, refresh rate and Font
size. Fonts size could be Small, Large or No selection  (don’t change
default values).

Properties
This window allows to specify a name, an icon, an hotkey and the visibility
for an Object Reality.

You can assign a name and a small icon, that will be helpful to identify the
customized O.R.  Therefore, it is possible to execute the O.R. using the
keyboard, pressing simultaneously CTRL and ALT and the selected key.
The Reality Pro Console must be active in order to use the hotkey.  Be
careful, do not use a key already used for another O.R., or the software
will display an error message.
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If you check the Visibility box, the current O.R. will appear on all the six
faces.  Unchecking this box, the O.R. will be on one face only.

Assigning a hotkey will make it easier to
execute an Object Reality stored on a

different Cube’s face.  You simply open the
Console window and press the keys. In this

way, you do not have to wait for Cube
rotation.
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Application

This window allows you to link an O.R. to run a specific application and
some related properties.

You can link the O.R. to running an application stored in the hard disk.
Click the small yellow folder icon to select the .exe path.
Choose how to run the selected application by selecting Normal,
Minimized or Maximized from Run State option, if you’d like to start the
application as default, in the task bar or in full-screen mode.
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Monitor

This window allows you to modify and move the desktop area on the
screen.

You can re-size and move your screen display as required.
The reset button allows you to cancel any changes and restore previous
values.
This option is very helpful if you frequently change resolution and/or
refresh rate, as it saves you from having to keep adjusting the settings to
optimize performance.
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How to create an O.R. – an example

Let us suppose that we want to create an O.R. named «Browser», visible
on all the six faces, executable simply by pressing CTRL+ALT+F12, that
will allow us to start full screen Internet Explorer at 800x600,65k colors, at
72Hz refresh rate.
First step: left-click an empty button on one of the six Cube’s faces and
select Create.  It will display the Reality Pro Desk window dialog.
Second step: click Screen and set 800x600 resolution, 65k colors and
72Hz refresh rate. Click OK.
Third step: click Properties and type ‘Browser’ into Object Name box,
check the Visibility box and select the F12 key into Hotkey box.
